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DUTIES OF AND EXPECTATIONS FROM D.PS. STUDENTS
CODE OF CONDUCT FOR STUDENTS

Students of D.PS. should stand out as smart, confident, disciplined, cultured and

fluentindividuals. The school expects the students to imbibe discipline as a second nature.

The school follows certain norms rather rigidly in the bestinterest of learners.
Students are expected to take proper care of the school property. They should not

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GENERAL GUIDELINES

Students must come in school uniform on all working days and for all school functions.
Uniforms should be clean, tidy and properly ironed.

Wearing of expensive watches and jewellery to school is strictly prohibited.

Nails should be timmed and boys should have their hair cut at regularinterval.

Girls are not allowed to wear big ear rings, finger rings, payal, nail polish, bangles,
bracelets, bindis & costly ornaments.

Mehandiis allowed only on palm, not on fingers or atthe back of the palm.

No hair should come on forehead.

If girls are wearing ear rings or nose pins, then it should be very small.

If students are wearing ring carrying Gem, an application must be obtained by parent to
permitthe child to wear it.

Boys and girls are not allowed to wear low waist pants and low waist skirts respectively.
Sikh students should wear white patka along with uniform from Monday to Friday. On
Saturday they should wear patkas of house T-shirt’s colour.

Expensive pens, Compass Box with tables or formula and games will not be allowed.
Composite wrist watches having calculator is not allowed. Students from Class VI
onwards will be permitted to wear wrist watch thattoo simple one (not fancy).

Boys will not be permitted to wear ear rings, tattoos, and friendship bands; if found will
be dealt with seriously.

Girls having short hair will tie it with white ribbon or white hair bands, and having long
hair will pleat their hair in two with white ribbons.

Girls with different hair styles will not be permitted; they need to come in simple style.
Hair colour &/ or gel on hair is not allowed.

If any child is unable to wear school uniform because of any reason, an application
should be written in diary signed by the parents.

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MEDICAL GUIDANCE

Parents are requested to impart health education to their children to enable the

following :-

1. Maintain personal hygiene.

2. Eatabalanced diet.

3. Follow aregular exercise regimen.

4. Haveadequate sleep of atleast 8 hours.

Parents are expected to:

1. Immunize their children as perthe Doctor’s advice.

2. Do not send students suffering from conjunctivitis, chicken pox, measles, influenza,
mumps etc, to school till the child has fully recovered.

3. Produce a doctor’s certificate permitting the child to attend school when a student
returns to school after suffering from an infectious or contagious disease.

4. Inform the school authorities in writing if the child is suffering from a chronic disease,
stating the history of iliness and special precautions to be taken, if any.

Do note that :

The school has a qualified attendant to provide first aid to a child in case of need.
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GENERAL GUIDELINES TO PARENTS/GUARDIANS

8. Parents of Nursery, KG |, KG Il and Class | students should sign the progress report and return
it to the school within three days. If the report card is lost, a replacement will be made after

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TRANSPORTATION RULES

Students are expected to be at their bus stops at least five minutes priorto the arrival of the bus.

Buses will not wait for latecomers.

Children should always stay away from the main road until the bus arrives.

No student should try to board the bus until it has made a complete stop.

They must occupy allotted seats immediately after boarding the buses.

The drivers are authorised to stop the buses at the designated stops only, unless otherwise directed by
the transport incharge/teacher incharge.The list of stops is prepared keeping in view the convenience of
allandis subjectto change.

When the bus is in motion, students should not move around in the bus, they should not let any part of
their body out of the bus.

Objects of any kind must not be discarded inside or thrown out of the bus.

Students will be held responsible for any damage to bus caused by their negligence or vandalism.

No studentis allowed to eat or discard trash or food inside or outside the bus.

Shrieking, shouting, unruly behavior is strictly prohibited. Courteous behavior is expected at all times.
The driver’s attention must not be distracted for any reason.

The teachers commuting by bus and student bus monitors are responsible for maintaining discipline in
the buses. Any serious offence must be reported to the Principal immediately.

Students are expected to maintain the discipline and decorum while availing the school transport. They
should also take proper care of the seats and parts inside the vehicles. Fine will be imposed on the
students if the seat covers and other parts inside the vehicles are found damaged by them.

Students bus route will not be changed as per parent’s convenience . Every year bus route & bus number
may change.

Parents are not allowed to board the buses or mishehave with other students, drivers & helpers.

Request for using the school bus must be made at the beginning of the session i.e. April. No request will
be entertained during mid- session.

It will be the responsibility of the parents to escort the pupil to and from the fixed bus stops. The bus
facility is extended at the sole risk and responsibility of the parents.

Any suggestion or complaints should be reported to the transport-in-charge. Parents are expected to
treatthe bus staff well.

(1879-1949)
Sarojini Naidu was a distinguished poet, renowned freedom fighter and one of the
greatest orators of her time. The Nightingale of India, Sarojini Naidu, was the
President of Indian National Congress and the first woman Governor of a State in
India. Her Collections “The Golden Threshold", “The Bird of Time" and “The Broken
Wing", attracted huge Indian and English readership.

MULK RAJ ANAND
(1905-2004)

Mulk Raj Anand was one of the founding fathers of the Indian English Novel. He was
among the first writers to render Punjabi and Hindustani Idioms in English. His
novels 'Coolie' and 'Untouchable’ depict about India's Social Tradition. He received
the Sahitya Academy Award and Padma Shri from the Govt. of India. His other
works include 'Two leaves and a Bud', 'The Village' and 'Black Waters'.
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R.K. NARAYAN
(1906-2001)

R.K. Narayan is one of the most popular and widely read Indian Novelists. He had a
great fascination for children and their activities. Most of his work is set in the
fictional town of Malgudi which captures everything Indian while having a unique
identity of its own. R.K. Narayan won numerous awards and honours for his works.
His famous works include - 'The Bachelor of Arts', The Dark Room', 'The English
Teacher', 'The Guide ', 'The Man Eaters of Malgudi' etc.

SUBRAMANIA BHARATHI
(1882-1921)
Subramania Bharathi was a poet, freedom fighter and social reformer of South India.

The title of 'Bharathi' was conferred on him by the King of Ettimpur. He was a Child
prodigy who started writing poems at the age of seven. His first book, a collection of
poems called 'Songs of Freedom' was published in 1908. His other famous poems
are ‘Kopal Pathi’ and 'Panchali Sapatam'. He was a journalist who introduced
caricatures and political cartoons to his newpaper for the first time in India.

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MAHA DEVI VERMA
(1907-1987)

Mahadevi Verma was a pious lady, a philospher and one amongst the other
renowned poets of "Chaayvaadi" school of the Hindi literature. She wrote fabulous
poetry. ‘Deepshikha’ is one of her best works. She became famous for her writing
"Yama" which consists of four epics - 'Nihar', 'Korja', 'Sandhyageet' and 'Rashmi'.
'Smriti ki Rekhayen' is her famous collection of prose. She is conferred the Padma
Bhushan and Gyanpeeth Award. She is known as 'Meera of Modern Age'.

RABINDRANATH TAGORE
(1861-1941)
Rabindranath Tagore is popularly known as Gurudev. He became the first Asian to

become a Nobel Laureate when he won Nobel Prize for his collection of poems
‘Gitanjali’ He was awarded Knighthood by the British King George V. He established
Vishwabharti University. Two of his songs from his Rabindrasangeet are now the
National Anthems of India and Bangladesh. Rabindranath Tagore was a poet,
philosopher, musician, writer and educationist.
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
